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VOLUNTEER GUIDE
DAY ONE

1. Ask the principal to have the teachers fill out the teacher sign-up sheet the
week before you go to the school. (attachment #1). The teachers should/Kave
that ready for you when you come the first day.

2. Inthe classroom: Play Track One (2:00). Intro. (will take about 4 minutes
total) There’s a spot in the CD track that allows you to pause and chat with the
kids about yoga, so take a minute or two and do that. Track one ends with
“Who wants to lead a break?” so pick 2 kids to help lead #1 below.

3. Play Track 13 — pretest break #1 (2 minutes)

4. Get Ready for the Week. Ask the teachers to write the days of the week on the
board, and then the two students you for each day -- and you pick a track this time.

So ask the teacher to write: Monday: Luis and Ashley #1
(this saves time if the teacher writes it, they know the kids and how to spell the
names. It gets the teacher involved). Do this EACH week.

5. Post the Handout of Poses (maybe mount on colored paper or laminate...) on the
classroom door. (ask teacher if it’s okay)

6. Leave the CD. Tell the students you look forward to hearing how they like yoga
the next week.

It really has to be only 8 minutes or less (you need to make it to the next room, have
a student show you if you aren’t sure so you spend extra time looking) ... so keep
track of your time!
